Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday, 13th March 2019 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

18.19. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members to the Parish Council and five Parishioners to the meeting.  In doing so invited any comments Parishioners wanted to raise with the Parish Council. One Parishioner on behalf of Dutton Close Residents Association who are in favour of the development of 25 homes at Dutton Close raised operational concerns in terms of an alternative temporary access to the site, street lighting across the whole of Dutton Close and the issue of no bungalows within the development brief. Members agreed to pass on these additional comments to the Case Officer at Shropshire Council in the following manner with reference to the reserved matters relating to 19/00471/REM at Dutton Close, Stoke Heath. The concerns would relate to the impact on the existing play area, traffic management/alternative access arrangements to the site, street lighting across existing roads within Dutton Close and the provision of bungalows within the overall scheme as articulated by the representative of the Dutton Close Residents Association. Stressing that these subjects were raised at the start of considering this site for development within SAMDev and the inclusion of Stoke Heath as a Community Hub, when both the Parish Council and Residents Association were given assurances that the issues raised above would be conditioned into any planning application and at one stage during these conversations a Section 106 was suggested particularly in relation to the street lighting provision in order to secure support for the principal of development on the site.
There being no further items for discussion the Chairman thanked the Parishioner for their input and moved onto the next items of business.

19.19. Apologies for absence. 

PC Alan Ambrose (West Mercia Police), Flight Sergeant Kenny Hewitt (RAF Shawbury) and Lucy Roberts Place Plan Officer (Shropshire Council). The apologies were accepted.
20.19. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest. 
Cllr Mrs S Planton planning application 19/01036/FUL.
21.19. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 23rd January 2019.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
22.19. Matters arising from the minutes:
1. Meeting with Langley Dale Parishioners: C/F the Clerk is making contact with reference to the Lottery funded project with Parishioners from Langley Dale.
2. HGV deliveries to Ollerton Storage: C/F Cllr R Wright agreed to follow these concerns directly with the business.
23.19. Ollerton Pound.
Dr Andy Wigley the Natural & Historic Environmental Manager at Shropshire Council indicated that they would contact the owners of the Pound in terms of their obligations to it as a listed building. Cllr K Newby agreed to follow up progress with Dr Andy Wigley from Shropshire Council.
24.19. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
The Land Registry has confirmed that the Old Tip at Wistanswick is now owned by the Parish Council since the completion of the registration and evidence provided from the archives by   Cllr K Newby. The ownership will be entered on to the assets register held by the Parish Council for 19/20. The next steps in terms of the site are the production of a site improvement plan for implementation once the Japanese Knotweed infestation has been cleared. The stage following that will be a site management plan.
25.19. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked members for delivering the newsletter.
26.19. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

Members have received the draft Parish Council brief under development with Sutton upon Tern Parish Council from Hannah Barter from UVNS. Eight members indicated they would be able to attend the joint workshop organised for the 3rd April 2019. Initial comments revolved around the issue of potential traffic pollution around the central settlement core and impact upon children. The opportunity and threats any development may have upon the countryside.  Members agreed the document as ‘work in progress and that it could be shared with Homes England and Shropshire Council at this early stage.
27.19. Neighbourhood Plan update.

Members have supported the recommendation from Shropshire Council for the appointment of an Independent Examiner which starts to move the Neighbourhood Plan onto the next stage.
28.19. Market Drayton and Surrounding Rural Area Place Plan Meeting.

Cllr R Wright agreed to represent the Parish Council at the Place Plan meeting organised by Shropshire Council on the 9th April 2019 at Festival Drayton.
29.19. Cemetery developments.

The contractors Premier will be starting the footpath works at the cemetery site on the 18th April 2019; members also agreed an additional £100 if required for weed killing prior to the materials being laid down.
In terms of the administration of the site a series of meeting have been organised with Williams the Undertakers at Market Drayton, the Town Clerk at Wem Town Council in terms of the practical running of a cemetery and the Vicar at St Peters Church.
30.19. Highway Matters.
1. A41 traffic counts: This activity is being followed up by Sutton upon Tern Parish Council, any update will be reported through to members in due course.
2. Purchase of M/VAS: There has been no response from Shropshire in terms of the five poles identified last year for extension to be able to hold any M/VAS to remind motorists of their speed. Members agreed that this item needed following up as a matter of priority.
3. Pot holes: Warrant Road opposite the woods in Dutton Close
4. Tractors cutting up verges: Members discussed the continual decay of many verges across the Parish due to the way large farm machinery mounts the verges.
5. Warrant Road footpath update: The Probation Service has conducted a risk assessment of Warrant Road and is able to undertaken the majority of the clearance.
31.19. Lottery Project. 
The ‘Community Champions’ Lottery Project is developing well; three additional areas are in the process of development, Langley Dale, Riverside Drive and Warren Park. A variety of local meetings are planned with the emerging areas to identify growth.  The next steps for the second quarter will be to contact the established groups to roll out some of the outputs within the programme. This includes the equipment, materials, social events and training.
32.19. Financial Matters 
1. Environment Grant: Shropshire have only awarded twelve months 50/50 grant payment of £750, Members agreed to bid for two years worth of additional grant with the evidence of spend from the Community Champions programme from 18/19 of £1,500.
2. Payments: The payments for approval were tabled and members agreed the amounts for payment set out below. In doing so asked that the lighting contractors of the street light repairs also carry the location numbers on the invoicing for ease of identification.
