16.18. Welcome and Public Session: 
The Chairman welcomed members to meeting. There being no Parishioners present the Chairman closed the Public Session and moved onto the next items of business.
17.18. Apologies for absence:

18.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: 
None declared.
19.18. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 24th January 2018.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Planton seconded that the minutes of the 24th January 2018 were a true and accurate record of the meeting .The minutes were then unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman with the following amendments.  12.18.1 to read Precept and withdrawal; 13.18.2 to read Twin Oaks and 15.18.2 to read, would be ready for delivery in March.
20.18. Matters arising from the minutes: 
1. Mill Lane enforcement fencing: This enforcement case has now become active since the name, address and pictures of the site have been supplied to Shropshire Council, who has in turn written to the land owner about the state of the fencing.
2. Mirror Langley Dale: Shropshire Highways have indicated the lost mirror would be replaced during the 18/19 financial year.

21.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The Chairman updated the Parish Council on the recent meeting attended; and suggested of additional site visits are being looked into. The next scheduled meeting has been called for the 7th September 2018 and there will likely be announcement by December 2018 with reference to the Royal Irish move an alternative location.
22.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.
The Parish Council received an update in terms of the revised timetable from the last working group meeting. This month would see progress on the additional reports required to submit to Shropshire Council by April 2018.
23.18. Cemetery developments.
The main focus of the discussion in terms of the cemetery development related to the grant application for the 9k worth of CIL resources and how best to move forward in terms of the delay. Members agreed to wait for Shropshire’s review to be completed and asked Nicola Fisher to feed back any further information as soon as it becomes available.
24.18. Highway Maintenance: 
Cllr R Wright raised the damage to the finger sign posts and 30 mph signs at Wistanswick. Cllr K Newby also raised the ongoing problem of water outside the barns at Ollerton and the ‘Squirrel Inn’ sign on the Hodnet by-pass. The members raising the concerns agreed to report these items again to Shropshire Highways.

The provision of the speed poles was also discussed by members in terms of the priority locations and of the ‘mobile’ speed sign informing motorists of their speed which the Parish Council have agreed to purchase. The locations of speed poles are at Wistanswick & Rosehill Road, Warrant Road, Station Road, Eyton upon Tern and Ollerton. Cllr R Wright agreed to meet with Shropshire Highways and the Clerk on site to agree the exact locations of the speed poles and how long the speed sign should remain in each location for maximum impact.

13.18. Planning Issues:  
1. Spring Hill Farm, Warrant Road: Change of use of agricultural land to land for breeding game birds. This activity had been reported to Enforcement at Shropshire in terms of activity on the site without permission; the Clerk to check the Parish Council comments on the web site in terms of the withdrawn application.
14.18. Correspondence:
1. Data Protection: The Clerk updated the Parish Council on the recent data protection audit undertaken in terms of the changes being implemented from the 25th May 2018. A report would be brought to the next Parish Council meeting setting out the actions undertaken and the sign off required.
2. AR Richards: Details of a noise compliant had been received from a local Parishioner from Dutton Close which has been both logged with the company and authorities by the Parishioner.
15.18. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Ollerton Pound: Cllr K Newby asked the Ollerton Pound become an agenda item at future Parish Council meeting and that discussions had so reached no outcome. A recent farm sale brochure within Ollerton was circulated to members with a very useful site plan. Members agreed that the Clerk make direct contact with both Shropshire Council and the Land Registry with reference to the listing and status of the site.
2. Ercall Road Enforcement: Cllr K Newby enquired of any updates on the Ercall Road Enforcement case; no further correspondence had been received since logged.
3. Newsletter: Cllr Mrs S Bartram raised the financing of the newsletter in that the advertising does not cover the full annual cost; members agreed that an annual business or group sponsorship (approx £250 pa) could be a possible way forward. The Parish Council also placed on record their thanks for the work of the editorial group.
4. There remained a vacancy on the Parish Council and members were encouraged to talk with friends, neighbours and relatives about the potential of being co-opted onto the Parish Council.
