115.18. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members to the Parish Council meeting. There being no members of the public present moved onto the next items of business.

116.18. Apologies for absence:  







 

The following members and Parish Council had sent their apologies; Cllr P Butters (work commitments), Cllr Mrs L Bearman and Cllr K Beardmore (family commitments) .The apologies were accepted.
117.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None raised. 
118.18. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 14th November 2018:
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
119.18. Matters arising from the minutes:
1.  Cllr Mrs L Bearman will give a report back on the North Area Committee of SALC: carry forward.
2. Cllr D Moore will report back on post repairs/replacement at the Glebe field: carry forward.
3. Cllr R Wright to report back on concerns raised from Riverside Drive: members agreed that one way of engaging Parishioners at Riverside Drive would be the development of a Community Champions group and that a letter be distributed to all properties.
4. Ivy infestation removal Langley Dale bus shelter and pole holding the street light by Cllr D Moore’s Farm: Cllr K Newby and Cllr P Waters agreed to treat the ivy.
5. Footpath diversion order Greenwood Cottage, Eaton upon Tern: no objections raised.
6. Increasing the speed limit to 40 mph on Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath: members agreed to raise this as a Community Concern item with Shropshire particularly with the approach to the school and the potential of a 20 mph ‘flashing light’ zone during morning and afternoons reverting back to a 40 mph similar to other school approaches within the vicinity. 
7. Langley Dale: representatives had cancelled a scheduled meeting with reference to the play area and potential Community Champions group; Cllr R Wright agreed to make contact and establish the reason.

8. Weight restriction through Wistanswick: Shropshire Highways do not see this potential proposal as a priority, members agreed to raise the issue again problems persist.
9. A. R. Richards have enquired about a possible advert as opposed to the sponsorship of an addition.

10. Warrant Road footpath right hand side travelling west: to pursue the costs of clearance from the A41 to opposite Warren Park with the Probation Service.                 
120.18. Ollerton Pound.
Members agreed that Dr Andy Wigley the Natural & Historic Environmental Manager at Shropshire Council be contacted again about potential actions being pursued against the owner.
121.18. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
Cllr K Newby has logged the ownership registration forms for the old tip with the Land Registry on behalf of the Parish Council on the 04/11/18.
122.18. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked those members who have been delivering the newsletter over the last year and Cllr K Newby agreed to provide a list of important local numbers similar to those listed in the Waters Upon newsletter.
123.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

Several members attended the workshop organised by Fisher German and Neil Boddison Associates the consultancies charged with the task of developing a master plan for the Tern Hill site (both sides of the A41).
Members expressed their disappointment at the overall ‘vision’ for the site presented  in that there needed to be strong connectivity so that a sustainable community concept is developed with some form of settlement hub straggling over the A41 with a new school and health provision that would serve both Parishes of Stoke upon Tern and Sutton upon Tern . Additionally, it was unclear as to the research data sets used to model the type of industry sketched on the plan. Members agreed to continue to press the points around connectivity as part of the Parish Councils involvement in the Task Force the key building block being the re-modelling and speed reduction on the A41 which cuts through and divides the development site in order to achieve a sustainable community.
124.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.

The consultation period for the Neighbourhood Plan had been completed and feedback from Shropshire Planning indicates that no objections have been received. Shropshire is still learning from this activity and have indicated they want to ‘pause’ the process to undertake a Habitat Regulation Assessment (HRA) screening process which they would commission and resource; and to ‘clarify’ the wording within the document on Cluster v Hub. This process should take around two months to complete before the plan is referred to an Independent Planning Inspector.  Members noted the actions so far and indicated that an early meeting with Shropshire was very desirable to clarify ambiguity. 
125.18. Cemetery developments.

Members received an update on the cemetery developments in that a delay has occurred with the reference to the preferred contractor Premier Surfacing. The Chairman agreed to contact the company to clarify the situation and the potential start date on site in 2019. Two quotes have also been received for the felling of two sycamore trees and a deceased apple tree on site a third quote is being pursued by the Chairman.
126.18. Highway Matters:
1. Pothole reporting: the Clerk had recently emailed all members with the link for Shropshire Council to report potholes directly.
2. Cllr D Moore raised concerns of congestion on the A41 at peak times from the Tern Hill island.
3. Bryn Cottage, Wistanswick: signage and road markings have been reported to Shropshire.
127.18. Financial Matters:
