Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 9th May 2018 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

29.18. Election of Chairman: 
The Vice Chairman Cllr K Newby took the Chair, Cllr R Wright proposed Cllr P Waters as Parish Council Chairman for 18/19 and Cllr K Newby seconded. Members agreed unanimously and Cllr P Waters signed the declarations.
30.18. Election of Vice Chairman:
The Chairman Cllr P Waters took the Chair and proposed Cllr K Newby as Parish Council Vice Chairman for 18/19 and Cllr R Wright seconded. Members agreed unanimously and Cllr K Newby signed the declarations.

31.18. Election of other officers/committees:

33.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: 

None declared.
34.18. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 14th March 2018:
Members amended the minute numbering to 25.18 through to 28.18; agreed at 24.18 Eaton upon Tern and 27.18.2 noise complaint. Subject to the above Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman.
35.18. Matters arising from the minutes: 
1. The site visit had still to be arranged with Shropshire Highways with reference to the locations of speed poles at Wistanswick & Rosehill Road, Warrant Road, Station Road, Eaton upon Tern and Ollerton with Cllr R Wright and the Clerk. 

36.18. Cemetery developments.

The outcome of Shropshire Council’s review of CIL grants was still awaited in terms of the capital infrastructure investment that the Parish Council required upon the cemetery site. Members agreed that the situation was becoming very frustrating but agreed to await the outcome. In the mean time the Parish Council would also look to develop alternative plans for investment on the site if the grant was unsuccessful. Members also agreed that the Clerk would seek out any interested parties who could undertake the administrative functions and undertakings including grounds maintenance and grave preparations from the Public and Private sectors. This would enable the Parish Council to understand the full costs and responsibilities as part of a management fee required in becoming a burial authority and commissioning a third party to manage the facility. This information could be key component in the preparation of any budget costs and precept requirements. Members further agreed that another approach be made to the Archdeacon of Salop from Lichfield Dioceses in terms of the requirements for the dedication of the site as sacred ground.
37.18. Ollerton Pound.

The action required to make contact with Shropshire Council and the Land Registry with reference to the’ pounds’ listing and status of the site has been delayed. Members agreed to wait for a report back in due course once the actions had been implemented.
38.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.
The Parish Council is awaiting feedback from the consultant in terms of the basic conditions statement, then to go forward with a regulation 16 consultation, independent examination leading up to the plans referendum later in the year. Cllr R Wright raised the Chapel field at Wistanswick as a potential community asset; members agreed that the site could merit registering.  
39.18. Highway Maintenance: 
Cllr R Wright raised a number of highway matters including the damage to the 30 mph signs at Wistanswick, blocked drains at Oakdean, and heavy vehicles short cutting from Ollerton through Wistanswick. Cllr P Waters raised concerns about speed on the A41 and members agreed that contact be made with the adjourning Division in terms of speed cameras and a common concern. Cllr D Moore raised concerns about blocked drains on Warrant Road including waste water from the caravan site on the highway and the state of the overgrown hedge from the TAFFS site onto the highway; Cllr P Waters agreed to look into this matter. Additionally concerns about litter within the lay by at the cemetery were also raised. Cllr R Wright agreed to ask the Wistanswick Community Champions to undertake a litter pick at the lay by and Cllr Mrs L Bearman agreed to see if there is any interest with Parishioners at Warran Park in a Community Champions group. 
40.18. Financial Matters: 
1. Internal Audit: the internal audit report would be presented to the Parish Council at the June 2018 meeting.
2. Payments: The payments for approval (set out below) were tabled, members agreed for them to be signed off once the cheque book had been returned from the internal audit.

41.18. Data Protection:

Work continues from the actions within the recently commissioned Data Protection Impact Assessment preparing the Parish Council for the change in the law on the 25th May 2018. Members agreed to the sign off under step five risks relating to the holding of data, personal information, paper records, security measures for documents, back up data, contract between the Parish Council and the Newsletter, publishing of a Retention Policy and Privacy Policy. Members agreed that an information register be assembled in terms documents held and retained.
42.18. Planning Issues:  
1. Spring Hill Farm, Warrant Road: Change of use of agricultural land to land for breeding game birds. Many of the points raised by the Parish Council in terms of the application had not been addressed by the applicant. These include bio security, animal welfare, employee welfare faculties on site and the buffer zone. The only concession appears to be the parking and highway concerns.
2. The Paddocks, Warrant Road: The Parish Councils position remains the same to retain the conditions placed on the site by the Appeal Inspector.
3. Riverside Drive: No objections raised.
43.18. Correspondence:
1. AR Richards: Details of a second noise compliant had been received from a local Parishioner from Dutton Close which has been both logged with the company and authorities by the Parishioner.
44.18. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Newsletter: Cllr Mrs S Bartram asked for contributions for the next newsletter and also raised the naming in Hinstock of a development called ‘Stoche Heath’ believed to be the old English for Stoke Heath, members agreed that this latter issue is raised.
2. SL 23 street light not working in Wistanswick (opposite the Institute).

3. Hatton Road site: this site has a planning permission from 2006 for visiting caravans as and when.
4. Wistanswick will have a defibrillator for community use.

5. Three enforcement cases remain outstanding, namely Childs Ercall Road, Mill Lane and at Newcott’s.
6. The ‘Stack Yard’ off Yew Tree Lane has a mobile home stored on the site.

7. Ollerton to Peplow footpath has been blocked with a locked gate.

8. The Chairman placed on record the thanks of the Parish Council for all the dedicated work by the newsletter team.
9. Members agreed that the play area/potential bungalow development at Langley Dale be placed on the June 2018 agenda.

45.18. Annual Reviews.

1. Members agreed the annual Risk Assessment and Assets Register tabled signed by the Chairman and Clerk and held on file.

The Parish Council resolved that in pursuant to the Public Bodies (Admission to meetings Act 1960, as amended by S.100 LGA 1972) that the press and public be asked to leave the meeting in view of the confidential nature of the remaining items of business to be transacted, which include discussions on employment matters.

2. Members agreed to the Clerks Salary and annual office costs and that the audit subcommittee enters into dialogue with SALC about a system of appraisal for the Clerks role.
