Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 2nd August 2017 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

59.17. Welcome and Public Session: The Chairman welcomed members and two Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting. There being no items the Public Session was closed.
60.17. Co-options: The Clerk had received one application from Mr Percy Farmer for co-option onto the Parish Council. Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded that Percy Farmer be co-opted onto the Parish Council which was agreed unanimously. Cllr P Farmer then completed the paperwork with the Clerk and joined the meeting.
61.17. Apologies for absence: Nicola Fisher Shropshire Council and Cpl Matt Huda RAF Shawbury, the apologies were accepted.
62.17. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None declared.
63.17. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 24th May 2017.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded that the minutes of the 21st June 2017 were a true and accurate record of the meeting .The minutes were then unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
64.17. Matters arising from the minutes: None raised.
65.17. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill. 
The Task force had still not met since the last meeting. Shropshire Councillor Mrs K Calder agreed to raise with the appropriate officers at Shropshire to find out what was happening about the project.
66.17. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Members received an update on the process for the Neighbourhood Plan; feedback had been received from Shropshire Council which allows the plan to be taken to the next stage starting in September 2017 with a six week consultation period. Copies will be available in a number of locations and Shropshire Councillor Mrs K Calder offered to help with any door step follow up.
67.17. Cemetery developments.
An expression of interest application has been submitted to Shropshire for Local CIL financial support to create/improve the infrastructure at the cemetery site. The total project value is £10,000 of which the applicator asks for £9,000 with the Parish Council contributing £1,000 from its own resources. 
68.17. Highway Maintenance: The following highway issues were raised by members:
1. Potholes on Mill Lane.

2. 30 mph signs have been ‘taken out’ by a local farmer in Wistanswick.

3. Slow & 30 mph road markings have ‘warn away’ in Wistanswick.

4. Visibility poor through overgrown hedge at Riverside Drive.

5. Overgrown hedge on MOD/RAF land on Warrant Road.

6. A progress report is required on the poles to house speed signs.

5. The glass in one of the notice board doors at the Langley Dale bus shelter has been smashed, the Clerk to action urgent repairs.

6. The Parish Newsletter requires articles.

7. Cllr P Waters to take the issue of ‘drones’ up with the Prison Governor.

8. Members agreed support for a local needs bungalow at the play area on Langley Dale.

9. Volunteers have been recruited from the area for the Hodnet Patient Participation Group.
