Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 14th November 2018 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

96.18. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members, the liaison officer from RAF Shawbury and nine Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting.  

A number of local Parishioners (mums) attended from Langley Dale to lobby the Parish Council to support the re-opening of the redundant play area as a ‘safe’ meeting space for young people off the cul-de-sac. Members indicated support to work with a group of Parishioners within the Parish Councils Community Champions programme to start a capacity building process which would be fleshed out later on the formal agenda.

Another Parishioner raised the positive success story of the cinnabar moth which appears to be suppressing ragwort across the Parish  They went on to express extreme disappointment in the whole planning process and the detailed concerns raised in terms of the Paddocks travellers site and the visibility splays and new a walls at the entrance to the site. Members agreed that the two points should be raised with Shropshire Council. The final point on behalf of a neighbour related to the high speed of vehicles particularly Lorries and Vans along Chapel Lane.
Corporal Alex Otley from RAF Shawbury then addressed the meeting and indicated this would be his last Parish Council meeting as he has been posted to Cyprus for a three year tour of duty. The RAF would supply details of a liaison officer soon to carry forward the two community projects already in the pipe line. The Chairman on behalf of the Parish Council thanked the Corporal for all the support he had provided over the last eighteen months and wished him well on his posting.
The Chairman then thanked everyone for their input closing the Public Session and moving onto the next items of business.

The following members and Parish Council and other stakeholder partners had sent their apologies; Cllr P Farmer (business commitments) and Nicola Fisher Shropshire Council (other commitments).The apologies were accepted.
98.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None raised. 
99.18. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 12th September 2018:
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
100.18. Matters arising from the minutes: None raised.
101.18. Ollerton Pound.
Members were reminded that the current owner of the site had refused any access; after a detailed discussion the Parish Council agreed that Shropshire Council be contacted again and requested to pursue the powers they have in terms of listed structures in relation to the Pound.
102.18. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
Members agreed with one vote against that Cllr K Newby follow up ownership registration of the old tip with the Land Registry on behalf of the Parish Council. 
103.18. Langley Dale play area.

Cllr R Wright referring to the Langley Dale lobby by parents at the start of the meeting indicated that the Parishioners would indeed be interested in volunteering to clear the redundant play area for a safe area for their young people meet. Members agreed to revisit the designation of the site with Shropshire Council and to help the Parishioners to form as a group. The separate issue of access for any Community Led Housing scheme of bungalows to the rear of Langley Dale could be accommodated through the Parish Council’s owned car park at the Parish Hall and could form the basis of further discussions with all parties should the scheme go ahead.
104.18. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram indicated that the next edition of the newsletter is ready to be delivered before the beginning of December, that a few more advertisers have come forward and that A R Richards have agreed to sponsor an edition in the 2019.

105.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

Members agreed that Shropshire Council be contacted in order to add Cllr Mrs S Planton and Cllr P Butters to the invitation list for the workshop on the 7/12/18 about the potential planning design/brief for the Tern Hill site. In addition to seek clarifications as to why the Vice Chairman of the Parish Council Cllr K Newby has been missed off the circulation list.
107.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.

Discussions have been held with Shropshire Council in terms of the outcome of the recent Regulation 16 consultation. Shropshire have indicated that they need to access the recent outcomes of the Independent Evaluation of  Neighbourhood Plans at Market Drayton and Woore in terms of any implications for how Stoke upon Tern Neighbourhood plan moves forward. A further briefing has been agreed upon with Shropshire prior to the next Parish Council meeting.
108.18. Cemetery developments.

Cllr R Wright informed the Parish Council that the URC Chapel at Wistanswick are looking to expand their cemetery site.

Members were then updated on the cemetery developments in that the Clerk has been booked onto a half day Cemetery Management Training session at Shirehall on the 21/01/19. Cllr K Newby would also provide a copy of the site plan indicating the likely plot locations and with Cllr P Waters would contact a tree surgeon for an informal view on the mature trees on the site prior to any potential works. Members agreed that the costs for benches, a notice board and bins be factored into the budget making process and that contact is made with the contractor for a pre-contract meeting on site as soon as possible in terms of the frontage and footpath capital works.
109.18. Highway Maintenance:
1. Speeding on the A41: the Chairman has recently met with representatives from Sutton upon Tern Parish Council to agree a six point plan in terms of joint actions on the A41. The document is held on file and Members agreed the plan the containing a request to part fund a counter device on the road at a cost of £275 and secondly to support a joint statement at the next Clive barracks task Force meeting a demand that the A41 is remodelled to reduce the speed of vehicles within the this strategic development site.
2. Members agreed that Shropshire Highways be contacted about the process of establishing a weight restriction through Wistanswick.

3. Street light at Warrant Road/Chapel Lane left on during the day to be reported to the Parish Councils contractor.
4. Cllr R Wright informed the Parish Council that any damage done to street furniture including signage that if a witness statement is provided to Shropshire Council the offender would be invoiced for the damage.

110.18. Financial Matters: 
1. Environment Grant: Members unanimously agreed that a maximum grant be applied for from Shropshire (£4,500) over three years on a 50/50 match funding basis to help develop the Community Champions programme, plus a variety of highway speeding proposals to gather evidence and the clearing of the Warrant Road footpath from the junction at the A41 to Mayfield Cottages.
2. Awards for All Lottery application: the lottery application for £10,000 had been submitted and a number of additional questions fielded in terms of the financial break down of the project spend. A decision is likely in early 2019 on the application. 
3. Bank reconciliation: Members agreed the tabled bank reconciliation.
4. Audit: the Parish Councils external audit has been signed off by PKF Littlejohn with no concerns raised.
5. Payments: The payments for approval were tabled and members agreed the amounts for payment set out below.
