46.17. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members and two Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting. One Parishioner drew member’s attention to the planning application at Rosehill for an Animal Incinerator expressing their concerns over a number of issues related to an application of this nature, particularly potential smells and the size of the building. The Chairman thanked the parishioner for their comments and indicated that the application would be discussed further later in the meeting. There being no further comments the Public Session was closed.

50.17. Matters arising from the minutes.
1. The Old tip at Wistanswick: ongoing with the Land Registry.
2. Village Hall: The Parish Council is the ‘Custodian’ Trustee and has a limited role in terms of management but hold the land title which needs to be reflected on the asset register.
51.17. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill. 
The Task force had not held any visits or meetings since the last Parish Council meeting. 
52.17. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Members received an update on the process for the Neighbourhood Plan, the draft document has been delayed and a new timetable drafted with the Parish Councils Planning Consultant.
53.17. Cemetery developments.
Member received a detailed update on the quotes received in terms of the Cemetery infrastructure. The Parish Council agreed to delegate the choice of the finial ‘package’ of works and support to the subcommittee from the three quotes received including the licence and any costs related to the consecration of the site for use. Once these actions had been completed the Clerk to be furnished with the costs, details and breakdown for submission as an expression of interest application to Shropshire for Local CIL financial support.

56.17. Planning Issues:  
1. 17/01995/MAN – 1, Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath: the following points were raised during the discussion to form the Parish council’s observations; poor means of access to accommodate horses; design and access statement not adequate for the change of use; no impact assessment of additional traffic onto the A41; poor vehicle access for larger vehicles; no employee amenities indicated on the plans; no indication where horses would be stored awaiting cremation with adequate temperature controls. Members were not convinced of the management of the site to accommodate large animals (horses) for incineration and felt on reflection that the application was incomplete and therefore formally objected.
2. 1705398/ENF - Newcott Fish & Chip Shop: the extension is an enforcement case.
3. 17/02171/FUL - Stoke Farm: No objections.

4. 17/02240/FUL - Petsey Farm: Supported, with the following observations raised about the loss of hedge rows and the need for additional planting to compensate, plus the implication of traffic speed by a ‘straighten bend’ in the road.
