88.20. Welcome and Public Session.

The Chairman welcomed members and Parishioners to the Parish Council Zoom meeting.  Two items raised by Parishioners,  flooding on Warrant Road and the Play Park on Dutton Close both related to the pre-application and existing application both at the Dutton Close site.  Members agreed to raise directly the flooding concerns as part of discussions with Shropshire Council on the pre-applications responses and with Highways. In terms of the existing site development all parties appear to have reached an impasse in terms of resolving outstanding concerns on the Play Park.

91.20. Planning Applications.

	1. PREAPP/20/00523: 
Proposed residential development comprising of 24 No. 3 bed, 5 No. 4 bed and 8 No. 1 bed flats. New access road, drainage and green open space. Land Adjacent to Dutton Close/Warrant Road, Stoke Heath. 
The Parish Council has held a consistent view in terms of this site and when previously raised objected.

The OBJECTION remains as the site in not identified as a development site within SamDev, the Parish Council Neighbourhood Plan or within Shropshire's emerging local plan, in fact Stoke upon Terns hub at Stoke Heath reverts back as the whole Parish does into open country side in the new local plan as all future development is focused on the Strategic Development site at Clive Barracks, Tern Hill and the two development sites within the Parish with permissions already at Stoke Heath Army Camp Warrant Road (38) (19/02385/FUL) and 18 Dutton Close (25) (15/00415/OUT) have permission although are not fully developed out yet.
 Members agreed that on a practical note, the recent pictures of Warrant Road close to the where the proposed access road is shown, which constantly floods through land which the Parish Council      understand may well not be in the applicant's ownership. The issue of Warrant Road remains as an area in need of additional infrastructure to deal with both flooding and traffic speeds highlighted within the Parish Council Place Plan.
2. 19/02385/FUL: 
Erection of 38no dwellings to include means of access; demolition of existing buildings and structures; remediation of site with associated highways and drainage infrastructure and other accommodation works. Stoke Heath Camp, Warrant Road, Stoke Heath. 
The Parish Council recognise that the additional submissions provided by the Applicant does move the application on and are particularly pleased to read the Flood Risk Assessment and Drainage Strategy. 

However, the Parish Council wishes to maintain its OBJECTION to the application due to the lack of detail on the actual site‘s foul drainage proposals. In this particular, the re-submitted drawings do NOT reflect the recommendations of the Drainage Strategy, notably by failing to show the location of the required Type 3 Pumping Station and the associated tanker access and storage facilities. It is considered highly likely that the location, design and accommodation of these drainage facilities will require the re-design of at least part of the proposed site layout.
3. 20/04874/FUL: 
Conversion of existing residential annex into a self-contained holiday let with associated amenity space and parking. Adbo Hill, Tern Hill. NO OBJECTION.
4. 20/04858/FUL & 20/04859/LBC:
Proposed Residential Barn Conversions at Cotton Farm Hodnet – to form eight dwellings, erection of garage block, formation of parking, boundary treatment.    NO OBJECTION.
5. 20/04970/FUL: 
Land North West of Brook House, Hatton Road, Wistanswick. Erection of agricultural building for storage. NO OBJECTION.
6. Land off the A41: 
The Clerk to forward a statement form to Cllr Mrs S Planton to follow up.
