Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 2nd October 2019 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

93.19 Welcome and Public Session.

The Chairman welcomed members and two Parishioners present at the meeting and invited any comments or concerns. A parent representative from Stoke on Tern School raised the subject of signs from the A41 to the School at Stoke on Tern. Members agreed to broker contact with Highways for the School. A Parishioner present raised their concerns about the ‘localism’ agenda once promoted and felt particularly in terms of planning matters very little weight is given to local views. There being no partners in attendance the Chairman thanked those present for the points they had raised and moved to the next item of business.
94.19. Apologies for absence. 

PC Alan Ambrose (West Mercia Police), Flight Sergeant Kenny Hewitt (RAF Shawbury). The apologies were accepted.
95.19. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None.
96.19. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 14th August 2019.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Planton seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
97.19. Matters arising from the minutes: None.
98.19. Ollerton Pound.
Cllr K Newby updated the Parish Council that the landowner had agreed a scheme of work with Shropshire Council to de-foliage the Pound at the end of the month (October 2019). Then next Spring to agree the specification of lime mortar for the listed structure (Spring 2020). Any access to view the Pound other than from the road had not been agreed.

99.19. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
Members agreed that the cheapest quote for the fencing and gate at the site be secured from the three invited and that the finial decision be communicated via email to all members.
100.19. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked everyone for the delivery of the newsletter, in doing so also highlighted that there are only twelve advertisers at present.
101.19. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

A meeting of the Task Force was organised during the early part of September at which a number of updates were provided. They revolved around an update on the local plan review and the current strategic sites consultation; an update by Fisher German on the emerging master planning; options on the A41. Work continues to promote the site, the low carbon activities on the site with Keele University and Marches Local Enterprise Partnership.
102.19. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Several members still felt that the Parish Council had not fully resolved all the outstanding concerns with Shropshire Council in terms of the Independent Examiners findings. Members agreed that a final meeting be organised to see if any more movement or clarity on the issues could be secured. Members agreed that the working group along with the local Shropshire Member and the Clerk arrange a final meeting before the next Parish Council meeting at which a decision is required on how to proceed. 

103.19. BT Phone Box consultations.
The Parish Council agreed to support the K9 Red Phone box at Eaton upon Tern in light of the emergency requirement that relates to the defibrillator within the settlement. The retention of the phone box at the junction of Dutton Close and Warrant Road because of its location is close to the Prison, Sports and Leisure Centre and mixed use housing at Dutton Close.  If BT is minded to close both that the Parish Council indicates they would want to purchase both for a £1.
104.19. Cemetery developments.

Cllr K Newby agreed to approach the contractor in terms of weed killing on the site. Cllr K Beardmore agreed to join the Cemetery working group and the Clerk be extended an invitation if able to attend. Members agreed to additional works by the Probation Service in terms of clearing the ivy and dead wood from the hedge line and under planting. Members had also received the polices produced on behalf of the Parish Council by the Town Clerk of Wem, these would need to be formally agreed in due course by the Parish Council.
105.19. Highway Matters.
1. A41 joint Parish meeting: Very good turnout for the meeting of Parishes with the Member of Parliament, agreed local intelligence was needed in terms of evidence gathering. The Parish Council agreed to produce an article with a series of questions for circulation within the newsletter, and suggest that the AR Richards planning application had some movement data required of it which may be useful. The Police and Crime Commissioner would be also attending the December 2019 meeting.

2. A number of issues were raised with Shropshire Councillor Karen Calder in terms of outstanding highway matters.  The two year wait for several poles to be either extended or erected to take the digital speed monitors across  settlements like Stoke Heath, Wistanswick, Stoke on Tern and Eaton upon Tern. The increase in speed along Rosehill Road from 30mph to 40mph which the Police have indicated can be enforced. A number of broken signs in need of replacement, slow warning signs outside Langley Dale and Wistanswick. Cllr R Wright to provide more detail to all the above. Cllr K Newby asked that the Squirrel Inn sign be removed from the Hodnet by-pass.
106.19. Lottery Project. 
A funding workshop for members, organisations and community champion groups has been organised for Saturday 30th of November 2019 10am to 1pm at Stoke on Tern Parish Hall. The session will look at some of the techniques used for securing the Awards for All 10k lottery application and the Tesco online applications voted on by customers in the supermarket and organised through Groundwork the Environmental Charity.

2. Feed back on Local CIL applications.

Meetings have taken place with Dutton Close RA in terms of their application for new and refurbished play equipment; although some difficulties may arise with the new landowner/developer of the site. The Maurice Chandler Sports and Leisure Centre have failed to engage any further with the process. Members agreed that an email should be sent to the Chair and Vice Chair of the Centre to try and secure a response. Shropshire Councils Place Plan team have been kept up to date with progress on both applications and the Local Shropshire Council Member supported the investment.  

3. Additional work with the Probation Service.
Members agreed an additional day for the Probation Service to work on the landholding on which the Stoke on Tern Parish Hall is sited. This would include the planting of 200 daffodil bulbs at the front of the site and improvements to the car park. Members further agreed to the splitting of the footpath contract to include works on Warrant Road and Dutton Close footpaths. 
108.19. Planning Applications:  
1. Warren Park: A pre on site consultation was held with the applicant, no objections in principal but the density being suggested could not be supported in its present form.
