Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 3rd August, 

2016 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

63.16. Welcome and Public Session.
Cllr P Waters formally opened the public session and welcomed the six local Parishioners in attendance along with the RAF representative. Cpl Jamie Lamb from the RAF indicated that a site visit had taken place earlier in the week to look at and assess the bus shelters. The shelters have been agreed as community projects for painting, cleaning, clearing and small repair works and will go forward once a team of trainees become available. Some other issues were raised particularly helicopter 66’s ‘very, very’ low flying over Dutton Close, ragwort on the airfield and the potential of Ollerton pound as a community project. Several local Parishioners then raised additional concerns related to the AR Richards site particularly movements, noise and water courses. Member’s acknowledged the concerns, indicating that the Parish Council additional views would be communicated to Shropshire after the meeting. The Chairman thanked all those present for raising their concerns and the Corporal for the update, the session was then closed.
64.16. Apologies for absence.

65.16. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest.

66.16. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 22nd June & 21st July 2016.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded that the minutes of the 22nd June 2016 were a true and accurate record of the meeting.  The minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman subject to one correction at minute 58.16.1 to read Farmer. The minutes of the special meeting held on the 21st July 2016 were amended (attached) and were then proposed by Cllr K Newby and seconded by Cllr R Wright that the amended minutes were a true and accurate record of the meeting.  The minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. The narrative forming the basis of the Parish Council’s view to Shropshire on the A.R. Richards planning application.
67.16. Matters arising from the minutes.
1. Shropshire Housing Group’s event ‘What Communities can do’ 
The Clerk reported on the recent event attended as part of Rural Housing week at Neenton, what communities can do. The event focused on the practical achievement of re-opening the closed Pheasant Inn as a community venture coupled with the development of six open market properties and two affordable properties all of which has ‘breathed new life’ into what was a struggling hamlet. A detailed brochure of Shropshire’s Housing Groups ‘solutions for communities’ was distributed to members.
2. The old tip at Wistanswick
Cllr R Wright is still pursuing a licensed sprayer to tackle the Japanese Knotweed at the ‘old tip’ and any spread into the Chapels events field. Once the site has been cleared it will become a potential community project for development with the RAF. Cllr K Newby received the research work completed to date on ownership from Cllr R Wright. 
3. Litter bins.
Members agreed one litter bin to be sited at Wistanswick Institute (subject to agreement) post mounted bin (£56.39 + VAT & installation). The emptying of the bin would be part of the negotiations with the Wistanswick groups as part of the Community Champions pilot within the settlement once those meeting had commenced. 
68.16. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.
The Chairman and Clerk are both members of the task force which is meeting once a quarter to look at the potential development of the site at Tern Hill with a number of interested parties. The representative from the MOD at the meeting indicated that accommodation searches are already underway for the Royal Irish, the accommodation conditions at Tern Hill being one of the factors for closure. The targeted date for the start of a phased withdrawal is 2018 with the site vacated by 2020. The site has an overall area of 50 Hectares, of which 22 and 28 hectares would be developable. The next stages are to visit some sites elsewhere in the UK of similar size and demographics and to talk with partners about their approach to redevelopment. The suggested initial site visit is to Bordon in Hampshire. The favoured approach at this stage is to develop the site via master planning with mixed use with an outline by 2018 to coincide with the review of the local plan SAMDev. The Parish Council’s own Neighbourhood Plan under development would also need to take account of the potential change of use that will take place on the site. Several points of view were expressed both in terms of the ‘listing’ of the main buildings, through to the merits of larger employers, working families accommodation, high value accommodation and the potential of mix used leisure development on the site for example a golf course. Members agreed to keep the item as a standing item on every agenda of the Parish Council
69.16. Co-option.

The Parish Council has not received any interested parties for co-option, carry forward.
70.16. Neighbourhood Plan update
Members heard from representatives of the working group about the very positive responses received from Shropshire to the drafting so far of the Parish Council’s emerging Neighbourhood Plan. Some policy changes were agreed and some additional work is required around the housing needs survey in that a twenty percent response rate is required to validate any results (approx 500 properties, based on an electoral roll of 1,000 voters, 100 responses required). Additional work is also required around the policy for travellers and the executive summary. The working group will hold a meeting to develop these actions.
71.16. Cemetery developments

Cllr K Newby had secure two of the three requested tender prices for gates, fencing and grass bank. It was proposed by Cllr R Wright and seconded by Cllr P Farmer and unanimously agreed that the quote received by KG Landscaping be accepted as the most competitive price within the budget allocation.  
72.16. Highway Maintenance
Member raised the following highway maintenance issues:
1. Grass cutting along the A41, particularly around the junctions as visibility is difficult coming out of the parish.
2. Deep pothole on the Wistanswick Road by the School sign.
3. Pothole 'opening up' on the Ollerton Road opposite the School.
4. Pothole outside the Prison entrance on Warrant Road.
5. Water still an issue at 'Petersholme' in Eaton upon Tern.
All of the above items to be reported to Shropshire.

Some overgrown hedges and vegetation around signs: Cllr P Waters to raise with the local Farmer.

73.16. Financial Matters: 
1. Payments & Income: 
The Bank reconciliation and payments for approvals (set out below) were tabled, agreed and are held on the minute book file.
2. Pilot Service level agreements.
Members received copies of the pilot service level agreements for Community Champion with Dutton Close Residents Association and Eaton upon Tern Community Committee both of which were supported. The third is with organisations from within Wistanswick for which a date is still awaited to develop the agreement.

74.16. Planning Issues:  
1. Turnpike Cottages, Eaton upon Tern: Section 73a Town & Country planning act, to stop up the highway-granted

1. The returns for the Community Infrastructure Levy were raised: agreed Nicola Fisher would arrange for the paperwork to be sent through to the Clerk.
2. The approach to ‘clustering’ for Parish and Town Councils was raised in terms of a different model for the potential delivery of public services. In some areas local Clerks had started to meet to discuss implications so as to advise their respective Parish or Town Council, no such meetings have been organised within the wider Market Drayton area. It was suggested that an ideal opportunity to see how a model of partnership and cooperation could work would be in terms of the loss of the local bus service and how that service could be supported.
3. Cllr R Wright enquired about progress with the dominie name change for the new web site, the action is underway.
