Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 16th December 2015 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

101.15. Welcome and Public Session.
There being no members of the public present the Chairman moved to the next item of business.
102.15. Apologies for absence.

Cllr Mrs C Meade (illness), Cllr P Butters (work), Nicola Fisher, Cllr Mrs K Calder, Shropshire Council and Cpl Jamie Lamb, RAF.

103.15. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest.

Cllr P Waters declared an interest in any items relating to Helshaw Grange.
104.15. To approve the minutes of the meeting held the 11th November 2015.

Cllr R Wright proposed and Cllr P Farmer seconded that the minutes were a true and accurate record of the meeting; the minutes were unanimously agreed with a correction at minute 90/15 to read Broomfield and 98/15 to read Yew Tree.
105.15. Matters arising from the minutes.
1. Stoke on Tern Consolidated Charity.

Details have been registered with the Charities Commission to close the Charity and distribute the £650 to St Mary’s Charity Market Drayton to support Parishioners from Stoke on Tern through the Food Bank and CAP debt centre.
2. Dog Litter Bins, signs and the Old Tip.
Cllr R Wright is continuing to follow up on these tasks.
3. Dutton Close (dogs).

The Chairman is still in discussions with the authorities on this matter and will report back in due course.
4. Broad Band.

Local Parishioners are being canvassed by Cllr R Wright who will report back on the consultation in due course.
106.15. RAF Projects
Cllr S Birchill has met with Cpl Jamie Lamb from the RAF in terms of the Glebe Field, the project is therefore moving forward, a ‘wet day’ substitute is required, and Dutton Close play area may suffice.
107.15. Highways Meeting (verbal update).
The Chairman and Vice Chairman gave the following verbal update from their meeting with Highways.

1.    Clearing of footpath on A41 between Warrant Road and Newcott Fish and Chips.

2.    Footpath in front of 20 Langley Dale. Officers felt there was ‘no problem’?
3.    Garden waste on right hand side of verge of Ollerton Road from Heathcote to Ollerton 200m approx from the cross roads is still present.

4.    Gullies between Ollerton and Eaton. The two gullies (without aprons) have not been cleared of vegetation. The gully opposite Blakeway is partially blocked. The broken pipe downstream of the Ollerton sign is to be repaired this financial year.

5.    Gullies in general throughout the Parish. The verge cutter does still not clear the gullies after cutting.

6.    Warrant Road. The footpath between the A41 and Mayfields, a requested was made that this be cleared along the whole length as an ongoing project.

7.    Chapel Lane, pothole on the brow of the hill.

8.    Water valves bent on Yew Tree Lane.

9.    Hatton Road Hinstock, out of our Parish but potholes opening up again at the A41 end.

10.  Potholes.

        a) On first bend along Ollerton Road from Heathcote crossroads.

        b) Opposite Blakeway on Eaton/Ollerton Road.

 11. Surface water an issue in the verge outside the barn conversions at The Elms     Farm, Ollerton.

12.    Signage at Cotton Cottages Stoke upon Tern.

13.    Gully opposite Petersholme, Stoke upon Tern still blocked.
108.15. Co-option of a Parish Councillor.

This item was carried forward to the next meeting.

109.15. Neighbourhood Planning.
The policy mapping is well underway and work on this stage of the process should be concluded shortly. Members of the working group will be contacting those Parishioners who attended the local workshops who have indicated they would like to be involved more in the process about the work undertaken so far. Once the activity is completed and monitoring forms returned the next part of the grant will be applied for taking the process nearer the completion of the plan and the community referenda. The Parish Council is still pressing for a date from Shropshire Council on when the additional £5,000 will become available ‘post’ registration of the Neighbour Plan boundary.
110/15.  Highway Maintenance.

111/15. Financial Matters: 

1. Payments & Income: The Bank reconciliation and payments for approvals (set out below) were tabled, agreed and are held on the minute book file.

Budget: A budget paper and potential likely precept was tabled for members consideration, the decision was deferred until the next meeting with an additional paper to be circulated on donations (S137 grants)/subscriptions and an update of the budget paper in light of any new developments in 2016, for example payments.

Transparency Code: Members were informed of the opportunity to bid for a grant that would provide a free web site update the Parish Council’s IT infrastructure, provide training and staff support costs. Cllr K Newby moved and Cllr R Wright seconded that the action to submit an application be supported, this was agreed unanimously.

112/15. Planning Issues:  
1. 15/04682/FUL for the conversion of former ministry buildings at Helshaw Grange to a single dwelling with the installation of a package treatment plant:

Cllr P Waters having previously declared an interest in this application left the room. 
In raising no objections to the application the Parish Council made the following observations in terms of the application:
· The Parish Council's emerging Neighbourhood Plan supports the sympathetic re-development of existing military buildings on brown field sites.
· As the application is in open countryside, very isolated and stands elevated on the site any re-development needs to be sympathetic to its countryside setting.  
2. 15/04785/FUL Ollerton Lodge garage/office and the change of use from agricultural to garden land: This application has been deferred till January 2016. Parishioners have also asked the Parish Council for help to secure a footpath as a local right of way. Cllr K Newby and Cllr Mrs S Bartram offered their help.
3. Members asked for updates on a number of planning enforcement cases, namely, Tracy Cottages, Rosehill Road, Childs Ercall and Warrant Road Greenvale’s old site.
