Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 20th June 2018 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

46.18. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members, RAF Shawbury and three Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting. One Parishioner raised concerns of dog fowling and no waste bin at the end of Chapel Lane in Wistanswick. Members indicated that the existing waste bin could also accommodate dog waste and the Parish Council could provide some signs for the Wistanswick Community Champions group to put up in the main troublesome locations to remind dog owners of their responsibilities.  Another Parishioner raised concerns about the overgrown grass verges and hedges, the Chairman agreed that Highways would be contacted to highlight the problem. Corporal Alex Otley the RAF liaison officer updated the Parish Council on activity at the base with a particular focus on the parade season later in the year at Market Drayton, Wem and Shrewsbury. The Corporal informed members about the completed community project at the Millennium Green which also included the frontage and grounds of the St Peters Church. The Chairman thanked the RAF for this initiative and members generally agreed that potential projects should continue with an approach to Shropshire in terms of the Woolerton wetlands and the Community Champions Groups across the Parish area. The Chairman thanked everyone for their input closing the Public Session and moving onto the next items of business.
47.18. Play area/potential bungalow development at Langley Dale.

The Chairman welcomed Cllr Dean Carroll Deputy Portfolio Holder for Housing at Shropshire Council who explained the process for the potential development of a bungalow on the play area site at Langley Dale. A clear housing need would need to be established from a variety of statistics including any information the Parish Council may have secured through the Neighbourhood Planning process. This would then lead to a robust business case for the site which could include an open market bungalow along with social rented bungalows being prepared. This would include discussions with neighbouring land owners about a potential larger scheme based around housing needs and improvements to access.  Members indicated their continued support for a small scale community led housing development of bungalows which had been clearly identified through the housing survey undertaken as part of the Neighbourhood Plan process. The Chairman thanked Shropshire Councillor D Carroll for attending the meeting and indicated that the Parish Council would forward copies of all the relevant housing information held and offered an open invitation to a future meeting when the project had started to take shape.
48.18. Co-option to the Parish Council.
Kenny Beardmore from Warren Park had approached the Parish Council to be considered for co-option. Members unanimously agreed the co-option to the Parish Council.

49.18. Apologies for absence:  







 

The following members had sent their apologies Cllr K Newby (prior engagement), Cllr R Wright, and Cllr Mrs L Bearman (holidays), West Mercia Police: PC Alan Ambrose (leave) and Shropshire Council: Nicola Fisher (other work commitments). The apologies were accepted.
50.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: 

Cllr D Moore disclosed his interest in land at the rear of Langley Dale and left the room whilst discussions took place at minute 47.18. Cllr Mrs S Planton declared an interest in her local housing needs application before the Parish Council and left the room whilst under discussion.
51.18. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 9th May 2018:
Cllr P Butters proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman.
52.18. Matters arising from the minutes: 
1. Ollerton Pound.

A site visit had been arranged with the Dr Andy Wigley the Natural and Historic Environment Manager at Shropshire Council and the Clerk at the site to discuss the potential support available and programme to move the project forward.
2. Hedge Warrant Road.

The Chairman had arranged for the hedge to be trimmed back in front of the old camp.

53.18. Local needs Housing applications.

1. An application for local needs housing support had been received from Cllr Sarah Planton, Heathfield, Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 2LF. Members agreed that the two criteria required for Parish Council are met by the following. The applicant is currently lawfully resident in the local area and has lived there for at least the previous 5 years. The applicant has had active community involvement in the local area sustained for at least the previous 2 years. Members agreed unanimously to support the application.

2. An application for local needs housing support had been received from Mr Alf Evans, Cedarwood Bungalow, Eaton upon Tern, Market Drayton, Shropshire. TF9 2BX. Members deferred determination of this application until further information had been received from the Parishioners Agent. 

54.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The Task Force had not met since the last meeting although a September 2018 meeting is likely. 
55.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.
The Neighbourhood Plan group had met since the last Parish Council meeting and had agreed the documents to be forwarded to Shropshire Council that will trigger the Regulation 16 consultation. Once completed this will lead to any responses being collated ready for the appointment of an independent examiner  who will recommend whether the plan can be put to a public referendum or not. Shropshire will consider the examination report and make a decision on whether to put the plan to a public referendum or to refuse it. If Shropshire Council does agree they will arrange the referendum. If more the 50% of those who vote are in favour of the plan it will then form part of Shropshire Council’s Local Development Plan. The projection is to conclude the process within this calendar year.
56.18. Cemetery developments.

The outcome of Shropshire Council’s review of CIL grants was still awaited in terms of the capital infrastructure investment that the Parish Council required upon the cemetery site. The Officer in charge of the review will contact the Clerk on the 12th July 2018 with an updated position. Members also agreed that a view be sort as to why a civil cemetery had to be consecrated.
57.18. Highway Maintenance: 
1. The Clerk and Cllr R Wright had met with David Gradwell from Shropshire Council to agree five locations within the Parish for extensions to existing poles to accommodate flashing speed signs. The locations are two at Wistanswick, one at Eaton upon Tern and two on Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath, these maintenance works would take place this financial year. A suggestion had also been made at the site visit that consideration be given to increase the speed limit to 40 mph on Rosehill Road.
2. Members agreed that there are several outstanding issues in terms of the A41 and a site visit should be requested between David Gradwell from Shropshire and the Chairman before the next Parish Council meeting.

58.18. Financial Matters: 
1. Internal Audit: Members received the internal auditors report and agreed the following audit requirements to be signed off by both the Chairman and Clerk including the Internal Auditors report:

· Accounts for the period 1st April 2017 – 31st March 2018.

· Annual Governance Statement 2017-18
· Accounting Statements 2017-18. 
2. Data Protection Registration: Members agreed to set up a direct debit for payment of the Data Protection Registration at £40 per year.

60.18. Correspondence:
1. There remain a number of outstanding enforcement cases across the Parish area particularly in Ollerton, Eaton upon Tern, and Tern Hill to which Shropshire Councillor K Calder has raised the concerns and will report back.
2. As part of the Regulation 16 six week consultations the Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan has been published. Members agreed that the information be circulated amongst the Parish Council.
3. Cllr K Newby had provided a valuation of the old tip at Wistanswick based on an agricultural rate for the Clerk to respond to a query from the Internal Auditor. Shropshire Councillor K Calder suggested that the more accurate valuation would be base on ‘brown field land’ valuation.
4. The Clerk updated Members in terms of NALC’s model standing orders. A numbers of amendments were agreed to be circulated within a substantive update for the next meeting.
5. Shropshire Councillor K Calder raised the Future Fit 14 week Health consultation underway at present. Members agreed this as an agenda item to consider the options at the next meeting as the consultation is due to be completed by the 4th September 2018.
61.18. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked everyone for the delivery of the newsletter and asked if Members could consider any business who may want to advertise.
