77.16. Welcome and Public Session.
Cllr P Waters formally opened the public session and welcomed the eight local Parishioners in attendance along with the RAF representative. Cpl Jamie Lamb. The Corporal updated the Parish Council on the low flying aircraft identified over Dutton Close, cutting of the boundary hedge in Warrant Road by the MOD contractor, plus the delay in any community projects till 2017 when RAF trainees will be available to potentially undertake the painting/maintenance of the Bus Shelter.
Parishioners then proceeded to raise four items of concern. First, the security issue in the fields off Chapel Lane and the dealing of drugs; Cllr D Moore as land owner was asked if a chain and lock could be supplied for the gates in the area. The second issue revolved around the slowness of the internet in the area, Nicola Fisher agreed to raise with the appropriate people at Shropshire. The final two items related to the A.R. Richards site off Warrant Road relating to Environment Agency and a letter received from Owen Patterson MP and an oak tree on the site that had roosting bats in, on hearing this story Councillors felt that a criminal offence may have been committed and the situation should as a matter of urgency be reported to the Police.
The Chairman thanked all those present for raising their concerns and the Corporal for the update, the session was then closed.

81.16. Matters arising from the minutes.
1. Amended minutes from the 21st July 2016.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded that the amended minutes of the 21/07/16 be agreed. The minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman 

2. Environment Agency: waste handling permit/licenses.

The Parish Council agreed that SALC be approached to lobby the Environment Agency and Government so that Parish and Town Councils becomes a ‘statutory’ consultee as part of any waste handling permit/licenses.

3. Registering the land at Wistanswick.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded that the land know as the ‘old tip’ at Wistanswick be registered by Cllr Newby and prior to that action Cllr R Wright approach Severn Trent Water about their use of the site. The Parish Council unanimously agreed to this course of action.
4. Financial implications in planning applications.

Cllr K Newby raised concerns about the last two large planning applications within the Parish in that Shropshire Planning Officers have made reference predominantly to the financial implications of refusal over and above the planning considerations of the applications.  

82.16. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The Chairman and Clerk updated the Parish Council on their recent visit to Bordon in Hampshire to view the partnership working of a much larger MOD closure and development programme. The next steps from the last task force group are to visit another site developed through the Home and Communities Agency (HCA) within the Midlands region and to visit the barracks whist the Royal Irish are on tour. 
83.16. Co-option.

The Parish Council received details about Mrs Wendy Eley of Dutton Close already know to the majority of members who had indicated that she would like to be considered for the available co-option. The Parish Council unanimously agreed to the co-option
84.16. Neighbourhood Plan update
Members heard from representatives of the working group about the progress being made with the Neighbourhood Plan. The areas of additional activity to be covered to the year’s end related to the collection and analysts of the housing surveys (target 100), consultation with Shropshire’s Gypsy Liaison Officer about a local policy for the plan, additional work around the public transport offer and employment policies. The Parish Council agreed to the engagement of Urban Vision for an additional session in 2017 which would help complete this stage and develop the next stage for grant aid leading towards the referendum after the May 2017 local elections
85.16. Cemetery developments

The order had been placed for the gates and fencing, reference was also made in terms of grass cutting and hedge trimming both of which needed some attention, members of the working group took account of the views expressed.
86.16. Highway Maintenance
Member raised the following highway maintenance issues:
· Water inspection covers by Highfield at Wistanswick and blocked Severn Trent drain – Cllr R Wright agreed to pursue.
