Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 13th September 2017 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

73.17. Welcome and Public Session: The Chairman welcomed members and two Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting.  The Parishioners raised three items with the Parish Council, the planning application at the Old Smithy, traffic between Ollerton and Stoke on Tern and the condition of the footpath on Warrant Road at Stoke Heath. The Chairman thanked the Parishioners are their contributions and pointed out that the Old Smithy would be dealt with on the agenda later on, in terms of the traffic this was being addressed to a certain extent by the lay-bys under construction at present. The Parish Council would be looking to address the footpath clearance with RAF trainees as part of a community project. The Chairman welcomed Corporal Alex Otley who was in attendance from RAF Shawbury. The Corporal highlighted that 2018 is the 100’s anniversary of the RAF and Shawbury will be engaged with this key stage in the services history. The new Station Commander would also be in attendance at the next meeting. There are also new helicopters being delivered for training on so next year should see ‘quieter’ training activity. In terms of community projects a number have been identified including fence,  bench and gate painting at the Glebe Field; footpath clearance at the Woolerton wetlands; verge, pavement and hedge trimming at Warrant Road; repairs to the Parish Council’s bus shelters and a yearly practical project from each of the three Community Champion group within the Parish. Cpl Otley would meet up with the Parish Clerk to visit the sites so a number of risk assessments could be undertaken in terms of the project viability for trainees to undertake. There being no items the Chairman closed the Public Session and thanked those who had contributed.
74.17. Apologies for absence: Cllr D Moore (illness), Cllr P Butters (work), Nicola Fisher Shropshire Council (LJC Market Drayton) and PC Alan Ambrose (not on shift) the apologies were accepted.
75.17. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None declared.
76.17. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 2nd August 2017.

Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded that the minutes of the 2nd August 2017 were a true and accurate record of the meeting .The minutes were then unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman, subject to the following amendments at 68.17.3 to read ‘worn’ and 72.17.4 to read ‘border’.
77.17. Matters arising from the minutes: 
1. 30 mph signs have been ‘taken out’ by a local farmer in Wistanswick, Cllr R Wright to follow up.

2. A progress report is required on the poles to house speed signs: Shropshire has indicated that the poles will be installed this financial year (17/18)
3. Members agreed that Cllr K Newby contact Shropshire Council records office at Shirehall in terms of title with reference to the old Wistanswick tip: this action has taken place. Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded that in light of the potential difficulty with the site at this time the Parish Council does not pursue formal ownership through the land registry; the motion was carried unanimously. 

4. The Public footpath was raised as an issue at Mill Lane; the footpath had not been diverted.

5. Members agreed support for a local needs bungalow at the play area on Langley Dale; this development was being pursued and the landowner adjacent had indicated that additional land could be forthcoming for additional local needs bungalows for Parishioners from the Parish.
78.17. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill: nothing to report.
79.17. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Members received an update on the process for the Neighbourhood Plan; Cllr R Wright proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded that the draft Neighbourhood Plan can move to Regulation 14 and that the Parish Council undertakes the necessary consultation, the proposal was carried unanimously. A number of actions will follow and members agreed the quotations (one file) from Allsorts Design & Print for both the booklet and A5 flyers. The Parish Council was further informed that hard copy plans would be available at key locations; on the web site and that the consultation would formally start on Monday 2nd October 2017 and run to the 13th November 2017. The Parish Hall would also be booked between 5pm and 8pm on Thursday 2/11/17 as an informal drop in season, and that a stall is provided at the Wistanswick Bonfire commencing at 6pm on Saturday 4/11/17 to further promote engagement by Parishioners with the Neighbourhood Plan.

80.17. Cemetery developments.
All CIL applications (including that for the cemetery) for the next three months have been suspended whilst a scrutiny process is undertaken and Place Plans are updated. The Parish Council agreed that development at the site is delayed. 
81.17. Highway Maintenance: The following highway issues were raised by members:
1. A41: concern raised about the footpath width for walkers and the speed of traffic.
2. Warrant Road: mud at the Stoke on Tern end of the road from the development taking place at Stoke Farm, the Chairman agreed to speak to the farmer about the problem.
3. Mirror Langley Dale: the mirror is still missing, agreed highways be contacted again.
82.17. Financial Matters: 
1. The Audit subcommittee: A verbal update was given about the meeting held on the 11/09/17 to review potential budget proposals and to give some early thoughts on the type of capital projects the Parish Council may consider in future years once the Neighbourhood Plan came into force and a larger amount of infrastructure resource became available via the CIL. Members also agree to the provision of two plans to be developed for the two sites at Wistanswick and for a competitive cost to be secured for the removal of the Japanese Knotweed at the old tip via a specialised contractor. 
2. External Audit: The Clerk reported on a successful conclusion to the external audit then contents of which will be displayed on the web site.
3. Payments & Income: The payments for approval (set out below) and bank reconciliation paper were tabled, signed and agreed.

83.17. Planning Issues:  
1. 17/04009/OUT: Broomfield , Rosehill Road, Stoke Heath, TF9 2LF:Outline application the erection of 2no dwellings
The Parish Council objects to the application on the following grounds:
· The application for open market dwellings constitutes over development as the limited 'infill' development' has already taken place within the settlement in the Parish Councils view.

· The application therefore does not conform to the Parish Councils understanding of SAMDev in which the majority of development within Stoke Heath and the Parish as a whole would be accommodated within two sites.

· The application is contrary to the emerging Neighbourhood Plan and the regulation 14 consultation about to start.

2. 17/03617 – Old Smithy Stoke upon Tern
The Parish Council object to the above application on the following grounds:

· height of the building

· the roller shutter doors

· increase in traffic.

3. Additional building activity has been identified at Newcott Fish & Chips on the A41; members agreed that the activity be reported to Shropshire Planning.
84.17. Correspondence:
1. The Clerk reported on a recent site meeting of organisations at A. R. Richards Ltd at Warrant Road. The next suggested actions are to extend an invitation to Parish Councillors and members of Dutton Close Residents Association (DCRA) to be invited to a site meeting to see how the site is operating.
2. Shropshire Council’s Parks and Heritage Sites Manager have requested £500 of financial support per annum for the service with a particular reference to the Wollerton Countryside Site. Members agreed that the Manager be invited to a future meeting to discuss in detail the type of support required.
3. Anon UK Ltd have indicated they are withdrawing from the insurance field and BHID Insurance Brokers have been working with NALC to provide an alternative follow on service. In light of the additional work required from the internal audit process on the asset register being linked in more detail to the list of items within the insurance documents Members agreed that the BHIB offer be pursued.

4. The Community Enablement Team at Shropshire Council have forward their additional areas of work schedule of activities and charges for local councils, held on file for any special projects the Parish Council may commission in future.  
85.17. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Concerns over a ‘Good Neighbour scam’ circulated in the Chairman’s name were raised; Cllr P Waters agreed to contact Trading Standards.

2. Cllr K Newby asked that Ollerton Pound be an agenda item at the next meeting.

3. Shropshire Councillor Mrs K Calder raised the proposals for parking charges and the potential impact upon the evening economy in Market Drayton and encouraged responses to be made online as part of the consultation.
